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RESEARCH CENTRES

"ENTRE FOR AQUACULTURE RESEARCH
AND EXTENSION (CARE)

Centre for Aquaculture Research and
‘Extension (CARE) established at St. Xavier’s College
(Palayamkottai) in the year 1996 is one of the
premier institutes catering in Fish research and is a
renowned centre with international recognition for
‘Murrel Research and Technology Transfer. The
‘centre is equipped with well-established
Biotechnology Lab, Microbiology Lab, Aquatheatre
and an Aquafarm which includes Stocking pond,
Nursery tanks, breeding ponds, breeding tanks,
larviculture unit, live feed culture unit, culture ponds
and a flow through system.

Dr. M. A. Haniffa, Director of CARE, is
currently operating two projects funded by ICAR
and DBT. He was awarded UGC Emeritus
Fellowship on 25" April 2013 after completing CSIR
Emeritus Scheme (2008-2013). The research findings
of the ICAR-NAIP sub-project entitled “A Value
Chain on Murrel Production in Tamil Nadu and
Orissa (F.Nol (5)/2007- NAIP dt.22 Aug 2008) have
been published as five papers in peer-reviewed
journals. One Popular article entitled ‘Mana
aluthama - Viral Meen Biscuit Saapeedunga’ was
published in Tamil weekly magazine ‘Kungumam'’.
Two reports on “Nellai Fish Food Festival and Nanjil
Fish Food Festival” were published in Fishing
Chimes.

A workshop on ‘Murrel Culture and Value
Added Products” was organized on 12 September
2013 for about 42 farmers at CARE. Dr.R.Ezekiel,
National Co-ordinator (Component - 2), ICAR-
NAIP, Krishi Anusandhan Bhawan, New Delhi
visited CARE on 31* July 2013 for assessment of
NAIP sub-project activities and appreciated
Dr.M.A.Haniffa and his research team for the
remarkable achievements made in the sub-project.
He made a special mention for video CDs produced
by Dr.M.A .Haniffa and his research team available
in YouTube under murrel culture. Dr.T.].Pandian,
RPC member (ICAR-NAIP) and National Professor
also visited CARE on 7 November 2013 and
evaluated the achievements made under this sub-

project. Two CAC meetings, one plenary meeting
and one CIC and CMU meeting were held during
2013-2014. The Internal Auditor of NAIP, Mr.Akshit
Seth from M/s/Ernst and Young Pvt Ltd, New
Delhi, verified all the documents and financial
transactions (2008-2014) from 5% to 10™ February
2014 maintained at CARE and physically verified
all the items procured under the NAIP sub-project.
Dr.M.A.Haniffa presented the research
achievements of ICAR-NAIP sub-project on Annual
Workshop 2014 held at NASC Complex, New Delhi
during 21 and 22™ February 2014.

Under the DBT project entitled “Backyard fish
culture for rural populations of Tirunelveli,
Tuticorin and Kanyakumari districts of Tamil
Nadu”, housewives and women Self Help Groups
were given periodical training on various aspects
of murrel culture like induced breeding, feed
preparation using kitchen wastes, value added
products of murrels and live feed culture. About 100
farmers were trained in the DBT project through 2
training held on 12" November 2013 and 22"
January 2014 at CARE and CART, Kings Farm Ville,
Kalakkad. Three popular articles have been
published in “Valarum Vivasaya Ulagam’ and two
manuscripts have been submitted for publication in
peer reviewed journals.

The first PATENT on “Murrel Cookies”
was filed on 30.04.2013 with the Application No:
1277/DEL/2013 and the second patent on “Murrel
Dhall Powder” have been filed on 25.10.2013 (App
No: 3168/DEL/2013) by Dr.M.A.Haniffa, UGC
Emeritus Scientist and Director, CARE and
Mrs.P.Jeya Sheela, Research Assuciate, ICAR-NAIP
Sub-project. Mr.Bilal Ahmad Paray, the 40"
Research Scholar of Dr.M.A.Haniffa was awarded
PhD on June 2013 and Mr.Danushkodi (FIP Scholar)
was awarded on August 2013.

At present, three scholars are currently
working on seed production, growout culture,
medicinal and nutritional properties of murrels.
Mr.D.Manikandaraja, Senior Research Fellow,
ICAR-NAIP sub-project delivered a lead talk on
‘National Symposium on Biotechnology for
Sustainable Community Livelihood (BSCL 2014)" at
Annai Velankanni College, Tamil Nadu during 21*
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-22™ January 2014. Mrs.P.Jeya Sheela, RA, ICAR-
NAIP sub-project, participated in the awareness
programme on ‘Intellectual Property Rights’
organized by Government of Tamil Nadu and ‘Fish
Feed Formulation- Training” at Tuticorin Fisheries
University, Tuticorin. Tie up has been established
with M/s. Prathyusha Institute of Technology and
Management for collaborative research work on
"Murrel Medicinal Value'.

CROP PROTECTION RESEARCH CENTRE
(CPRC)

Crop Protection Research Centre (CPRC) has
recently been recognized by Manonmaniam
Sundaranar University as an independent research
centre which currently focuses on Bionanomaterials
and their utilization in Ecofriendly Pest and Disease
Management and Urban Entomology. From
14.5.2013 to 30.5.2013, we organized a national level
short term training programme entitled
“Bionanomaterial for Insect Pest and Disease
Management for college teachers. The programme
was sponsored by Department of Biotechnology,
Ministry of Science & Technology, Govt. of India.
More than 20 participants were benefited by this
programme.

The Fourth Biopesticide International
Conference (BIOCICON 2013) was organized by the
centre from 28" to 30 November 2013. The
conference facilitated the discussion on current
trends. 233 delegates participated in the conference
from all over the world. The keynote address, seven
plenary lectures, four invited lectures and 141
presentations (86 oral and 55 posters) were made
during the three day deliberations. Quality research
papers were presented in botanical symposium (34
papers), followed by 33 (20 oral and 13 posters) in
microbial insecticides symposium, 27 in natural
enemies symposium (19 oral and 08 posters) and
least number of papers were presented in storage
pests, forest pests (13 oral and 11 posters) and
natural enemies symposium. Totally 11 papers were
presented in bio-nanomaterials, which indicates
that in the near future more emphasis could be laid
on bio-nanomaterials in pest and disease
management. During the Inaugural Address as well
as Keynote address, Alok Adholeya, Chairman,

Task Force on Biological Agents including
biofertilizer and biopesticides for Agriculture,
Department of Biotechnology, Govt. of India,
stressed the importance and need for utilization of
biopesticides by our farmers in their plant protection
and production. In the technical sessions
Lalithakumari Janarthanam, Bio-soil Enhancers Inc.,
Mississippi, USA, delivered a lecture on
“Biopesticides: A new dimension for sustainable
agriculture”.  Bhadriraju  Subramanyam,
Department of Grain Science and Industry, Kansas
State University, USA, in his talk “Spinosad: a novel
biopesticide for stored-grain protection,”
emphasized the utilization of microbial metabolites
especially spinosad for storage pest management.
Christopher Geden, USDA, ARS, USA, discussed
Housefly management with viral and botanical
agents; O.K. Remadevi, Institute of wood Science
& Technology, Bangalore, laid stress on the
development of botanical pesticide for insect pest
management in forest nurseries and plantations. In
another technical session, Atwa A. Atwa, King
Abdul-Aziz University, KSA, highlighted the Use
of entomopathogenic nematodes as biopesticides in
pest management, V. Selvanarayanan, Annamalai
University, in his lecture on “Enhancing the field
efficacy of entomopathogenic fungi: obstacles,
options and opportunities” threw light on the status
of toxic entomopathogens in crop pest
management. P. Usha Rani, Indian Institute of
Chemical Technology, Hyderabad, in her talk on
“Plant secondary metabolite production,
enhancement and their role in plant constitutive
defence” stressed the utilization of botanicals for
both crop pest and storage pest control. In the last
session, A. Rettinassababady (Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru College of Agriculture & Research Institute,
Karaikal) delivered a lecture on “Green Chemicals:
natural laboratories of sustainable agriculture and
ecosystem”.

Dr. K. Sahayaraj, Director of CPRC & Dean
of Science, along with his students and scholars, has
published 5 papers in national and international
journals. He has delivered three invited lectures at
national conference/symposia/seminar. Dr Koffi
Eric KWADJO, INSA JRD-TATA Fellowship
awardees from University Nangui Abrogoua 02 BP
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801 Abidjan 02 Céte d’Ivoire, Nigeria has his
training on Rearing of Reduviid Predators from
09.10.2013 to 04.01.2014. Three ecofriendly pest and
disease management process cum products with
proven for commercialization were registered for
patent under National Research Development
Corporation (NRDC), India (DST, Govt. of India).

At present, one full-time and one part-time
research scholars have been pursuing their doctoral
research. Mr. S. Kalidas and Mr. Majesh Tomson
defended their Ph. D. thesis on 29.07.2013 and
07.02.2014 respectively. Mr. P. Kombiah, Mr. S.
Rajesh and Mr. A. Asharaja have submitted their
Ph.D. thesis and waiting for the viva voce
examination. Research scholars attended and
presented papers 6 research papers in an
international conference conducted at  St. Xavier’s
College, Palayamkottai. Mr. S. Rajesh won the best
paper presentation award at 4™ Biopesticide
International Conference.

The Journal of Biopesticides has been rated as
3.88 in 10 point grade scale by National Auricular
Academy of Sciences (NAAS), New Delhi, during
January 2014. For volume 6, totally 40 manuscripts
were published in different aspects related to the
ecofriendly pest management contributed by
reputed scientists and researchers. The rejection rate
of the year 2014 is more than 50%. Among 40 papers
published in volume VI, 37.5 % of the papers were
contributed by researchers from Brazil, Legon,
Indonesia, Nigeria, Bangladesh, Egypt, Cote’d Ivoire,
~ Iran, West Indies and Zimbabwe. The life members
of the journal have risen to 50 within six years of
publication.

PLANT MOLECULAR BIOLOGY RESEARCH
UNIT (PMBRU)

The Plant Molecular Biology Research Unit
was established in 2001 with the view to promoting
Molecular Biology research. The Western Ghats of
India is rich in biodiversity. In our field experience,
we have observed variability in many plants
including medicinal plants. This was the beginning
of the idea of selection of superior genotypes.
Genetic variability has to be determined for the
selection of such superior genotypes. Molecular

markers such as isozymes, RAPD, RFLP. ISSR,
SNTP etc., can be used for this purpose.

The Major Research Project sponsored by
University Grants Commission in 2012 is
progressing well. Another Major Research project
titled “Socio-economic empowerment of SC Self
Help Group (SHG) women in STAND adopted
villages through compost, biofertilizer and biogas
production in Tirunelveli district in Tamil Nadu”
was sponsored by Department of Science and
Technology, New Delhi. Ten research papers were
published in national and international journals.
Two research scholars of this Research Unit have
been awarded Ph.D. Degree in this academic year
under the guidance of Dr. A. John De Britto, Director
of PMBRU & Dean of Research, who has also
delivered lead lectures in two national seminars and
special lectures on current trends in various
institutions.

ENTOMOLOGY RESEARCH UNIT (ERU)

Entomology Research Unit (ERU) is currently
focusing its attention on the biosystematics,
biodiversity and biocontrol potential of assassin
bugs with special emphasis on DNA barcoding. Two
research projects from Indian Council of Medical
Research and Council of Scientific and Industrial
Research-Emeritus Scientist Scheme are at present
being undertaken. At present two full time research
scholars, a part-time research scholar and one
Research Assistant are working.

The research findings from the ERU have been
continuously translated into meaningful references
in peer reviewed journals. Collaborative research
work on molecular taxonomy and DNA barcoding
with Agricultural University, China, Indian Council
of Agricultural Research, Zoological Survey of India,
Kolkata and National Bureau of Agriculturally
Important Insects, Bangalore, have been
undertaken.

Dr. S Jesurajan has obtained his Ph.D. degree.
Two Ph.D. scholars, Mr. E. Arockia Lenin and M.

The Entomology Research Unit has been
continuously receiving students and faculty for
referencing and interaction and insect specimens for
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identification. Four research papers were published
by Dr. Dunston P. Ambrose, Director, and his
colleagues in peer reviewed journals; two research
papers were accepted and ten DNA sequences of
assassin bugs were deposited at National Centre for
Biotechnology Information (NCBI). Dr. Dunston P.
Ambrose has also served as resource person for
national seminars and conferences.

CENTRE FOR BIODIVERSITY
BIOTECHNOLOGY (CBB)

The Centre for Biodiversity and Biotechnology
(CBB) is doing its best to disseminate the knowledge
on Tissue culture and on the flora of various hills to
the Students, Research scholars, Professors and
Scientists and for all those who would like to benefit
from this research centre.

AND

During this academic year, Research scholars
from Rani Anna Government College, Sarah Tucker
College, Government Siddha Medical College, St.
John’s College, Scott Christian College and S.T.
Hindu College of Nagercoil, visited the Centre for
Biodiversity and Biotechnology to carry out part of
their Doctoral work.

In addition to these research scholars,
students, faculty members from various institutions
such as Botanical Survey of India, Coimbatore and
Calcutta, and Bharathiar University, Coimbatore,
visited our Centre for species identification and for
Herbarium Reference. Rev. Dr. L. John Peter
Arulanandam, S.J., Director, facilitated
dissemination of information among research
scholars.

CENTRE FOR AQUA FEED AND NUTRITION
(CAFeN)

In the academic year 2013-14, two scholars
successfully defended their theses in the viva voce
examination and got their Ph.D. degree. Another
scholar has submitted his thesis and waiting for viva
voce. One M.Phil. student was doing her project
work on probiotic supplementation with lysine in
the feed for carps to establish immunity in the fish
body. Two M.Sc., students have finished their
project work on skin colour development of
ornamental fishes using carotenoid sources from
plant ingredients and also evaluated the

development of pigmentation on the scales using
photo sensitizer. Out of four papers prepared two
of them were published in reputed journals and two
papers are under print.

CENTRE FOR PLANT BIOTECHNOLOGY
(CPB)

Centre for Plant Biotechnology (CPB), a
research wing of the Department of Botany was
established in 2011. Dr. M. Johnson is the Director
of the Centre. CPB is currently focusing its attention
on the phytochemical and molecular
characterization of the medicinal plants, seaweeds,
pteridophytes and conservation of rare and
endangered ferns of the Western Ghats, India. One
Major project titled “Ex situ conservation through
in vitro propagation and restoration of medicinally
important ferns of the Western Ghats, India
sanctioned by UGC (Rs. 9, 00, 800), is in progress.
Ms. 1. Revathy was appointed Junior Research
Fellow in this project on 02.01.2014.

Another major project titled
“Micropropagation and restoration of medicinally
important Ferns of the Western Ghats,” was
sanctioned by SERB (Rs. 19, 50, 000) DST,
Government of India, during this academic year.

Ms. T. Shibila was appointed Junior Project Fellow.

A short term training programme (STTP) for
college teachers and research scholars sponsored by
DBT (Rs. 2.15 Lakh) was organized by the
Department of Botany on 19" August, 2013 to 6%

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through the UGC sponsored scholars exchange
programme.

Dr. M. Johnson participated in the Workshop
on Moss Taxonomy sponsored by Ministry of
Environment and Forest, New Delhi, and National
Biodiversity Authority Government of India,
Chennai, organized by Bryology Laboratory,
Department of Botany, and Scott Christian College,
Nagercoil, Tamil Nadu.

The Department of English was recognized
as Research Centre by the Manonmaniam
Sundaranar University in 2011. In this academic
year, one book and 15 research papers (single
author) were published by our faculty. Mrs. Lizie
Williams submitted her Ph. D. thesis in December
2013. Twelve teachers are pursuing doctoral
research. The thrust areas of research are
Postcolonial Literature, Indian Writing in English
and English Language Teaching.

Kalyani, Professor and Head, Dept. of English,
Manonmaniam Sundaranar University inaugurated
the seminar. Dr. A. S. Dasan, Professor of English,
University of Mysore, delivered the Keynote
Address, focusing on the significance of
contrapuntal reading of literature. Dr. K. Ganesh,
Associate Professor of English, Madras Christian
College, spoke on diaspora writing. Dr. V. S, Joseph
Albert, Head of the Dept. of English, St. Xavier’s
College, explained the complexities of postcolonial
theory from Fanon to Bhabha.

The Paper Presentations sessions were
moderated by Dr. B. Ravi Babu of Devanga Arts
College, Dr. G. Baskaran of Gandhigram University,
Dr. S. John Peter Joseph of St. Xavier's College, Dr.
Jessica Selwyn of Sarah Tucker College, Dr. ].
Elizabeth Lucy of Holy Cross College, Dr. V. John
of St. Xavier's College, and Dr. K. Thanikasalam of
Aditanar College. Rev. Fr. R. Jesu Michael Das, SJ,
Secretary, St. Xavier’s College, delivered the
Valedictory Address. 64 papers were presented. 170
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academicians participated in the National Seminar.
The Proceedings, consisting of 50 papers, were
edited by Dr. V. S. Joseph Albert and Dr. V. John.

Dr. V. S. Joseph Albert, Director of the
Research Centre, has served as Resource Person for
national seminars and Academic Staff Colleges. Dr.
S. John Peter Joseph, Associate Professor, has served
as member of the Editorial Boards of several peer-
reviewed national journals.

The Department has established provisions for
slow learners and advanced learners. The Streaming
System in Part II General English as per the
recommendations of the UGC Curriculum
Development Centre, identified as one of the Best
Practices by NAAC, is followed. Bridge Course was

‘conducted at the beginning of the academic year,
during which a Diagnostic Test and an
Achievement Test were conducted to identify slow
learners and advanced learners. Materials with
special focus on communication skills have been
developed for the training of slow learners.

MATHEMATICS RESEARCH CENTRE

The Department of Mathematics was
recognized as Research Centre by the
Manonmaniam Sundaranar University in 2003. Dr.
S. Athisayanathan, Dr. S. Arulraj, Dr. A.
Lourdusamy, Rev. Dr. A. Arockiasamy S. J. are the
research guides in the Department. The thrust areas
of Research are: Domination, Covexity, Labelling,
Pebbling in graphs, Graph algorithms, Operations
research problems, and Fixed point theory in
Functional analysis. So far the centre has produced
31 Ph. D scholars and presently 25 scholars are
carrying out research in Mathematics.

There are four projects which have been
completed and two ongoing projects in the
department. Every year the research centre
undertakes the task of conducting a National
Seminar which creates a common platform to
express the views, share the ideas and interact with
experts of varied experiences in research in
Mathematics.

COMPUTER SCIENCE RESEARCH CENTRE

The Computer Science Research Centre was
established in 2009. There are eight research
scholars pursuing their Ph.D. degree. Besides these
internal scholars there are about 35 external research
scholars who have registered for their Ph.D. degree.
Our Department is the first department to have the
status of research centre among the affiliated colleges
of our university. So far four candidates have been
awarded Ph. D. through our research centre. This
year three candidates have been submitted thesis
for the award of Ph. D. degree in Computer Science
through our research centre, one under the
guidance of Dr. S.P. Victor, and the other two are
external candidates.

As part of the activities of the Computer
Science Research Centre, a one day National
conference on “Cloud Computing” for college
teachers and research scholars was organized on
24™ Jan 2014. The conference included the guest
lectures by Dr. S. Arumugaperumal, Head, Dept of
computer Science, S.T. Hindu college, Nagercoil,
and Mr. R. Jay Krishnan, Lead Technology
Architect, IBS software services Private Limited,
Technopark, Trivandrum, and paper presentation
by the participants.

PHYSICS RESEARCH CENTRE

At present four full-time scholars and ten part-
time scholars are pursuing their doctoral research
at Physics Research Centre. Science and
Engineering Research board of Department of
Science and Technology has given financial
assistance to a major research project entitled
“Investigations on the preparation, crystal growth
and characterization of new guanidine based NLO
crystals for various optoelectronic applications” of
worth Rs.13,44,000/ - for a period of three years on
26.09.2012. Dr. V. Siva Sankar is the principal
investigator. Ms. D. Sathya is currently working as
JRF in the project. First installment of the grant
Rs.3,70,000/- has been released for the
implementation of the said research project.
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BRNS-DAE, Mumbai, has funded a major
research project (Rs.15,06,350) entitled “Studies on
swift heavy ion irradiated 2-amino 5-nitro pyridine
NLO crystal adducts for laser generation” for a
period of three years on 01.03.2013. Dr. D. Prem
Anand is the principal investigator. Mr. M. Ambrose
Rajkumar is currently working as the JRF in the
project. First installment of the grant Rs.5,69,562/-
has been released for the implementation of the said
research project.

A Major Research Project titled “Socio -
Economic Empowerment of SC Self Help Group
(SHG) Women in STAND adopted villages through
compost, biofertilizer and biogas production in
Tirunelveli District in Tamil Nadu” was sanctioned
by the Department of Science and Technology, New
Delhi.

‘A Long List of Enemies

By the middle of the 18th century, Jesuits had
‘established themselves as a very powerful and
ficient religious order wherever they were sent.
‘The more powerful, successful and popular they
‘were, the more opposition and enemies they gained.
‘The size, prestige, educational and scholarly status
‘of the Society had aroused widespread jealousy. Its

I CAUSES AND IMPACTS OF THE SUPPRESSION OF THE SOCIETY OF JESUS I

foreign name was as well known in China as
the Jesuit Matteo Ricci.

» China has recently erected a monument to the
Jesuit scientists of the 17th century - in spite of
the fact that since 1948, 120 Jesuits languished
in Chinese prisons.

» No other religious order has spent as many man-
years in jail as the Jesuit order.

* Spanish Jesuits went to Paraguay in 1607, built
settlements which lasted from 1607 to 1767 for
the indigenous people and taught them how to
govern and defend themselves against the
Spanish slave traders. They also taught
agriculture, architecture, metallurgy, farming,
music and printing.

* The Guarani natives of Paraguay were printing
books on art, literature as well as school texts in
these settlements before the American
revolution. This Utopia was suddenly crushed
by the influential slave traders who were able
to intimidate the Spanish crown into destroying
the settlements

Consciously or unconsciously, however, these
served the ends of the bitterest foes bent on the
Order's ruin. Chief among them were the
proponents of Jansenism, whose heresy had met its
greatest opposition from the Jesuits. "European
enemies of the Jesuits were everywhere:
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conservatives and progressives, politicians and
priests, devoutly loyal Catholics and inveterate
enemies of organized religion. It was an unlikely
coalition drawn together by one platform alone:
wanting the Jesuits to go”.

Causes v
Reformation & Counter Reformation

Reformation is a religious revolution that gave
birth to Protestantism in the 1500s and as a result
of Reformation, Europe became divided between
Roman Catholic and Protestant countries. What was
the need for Reformation? By the early 1500s, the
conditions in the Church that led to the Reformation
were apparent. The Papacy was dominated by
temporal concerns. The Roman Curia was incredibly
corrupt.

Many bishops lived like princes and ignored
the faithful. A large number of clergymen were
ignorant and neglected their pastoral duties.
Members of religious orders had become worldly.
Fear and superstition were common among the laity.
The liturgy no longer held much meaning for the
people and theology had generally become dry and
unproductive. Attempts were made to reform the
church during the late Middle Ages, but the church
remained largely unreformed

In 1517, the Augustinian monk Martin Luther
issued his famous Ninety-Five Theses in Wittenberg,
Germany, attacking the church's doctrine of
indulgences and the abuses that arose in granting
indulgences. An indulgence is a release from part
or all of temporal punishment due for sin, provided
that the sin has already been forgiven. Preachers
sold indulgences and people bought them hoping
the indulgences would hasten the release of a dead
person's soul from purgatory. Reformation is nothing
but Luther's attack on ‘indulgences.

Counter Reformation was the Roman Catholic
Church's self-reforming reaction to the Protestant
Reformation. It lasted from the early 16th century
to the first half of the 17th century. Popes and
Religious Orders of this period played vital role in

correcting abuses in the Roman Curia and hierarchy
and the papacy had clearly committed itself to
church reform. A leading force in the Counter
Reformation was the Jesuit Order.

'jesuits being flexible, practical, intelligent,
deeply religious and completely at the Pope's service,
were able to revive Catholicism both intellectually
and spiritually. Jesuits were able to prevent the
advances of Protestantism and even regained vast
areas that had come under Protestant influence in
Belgium, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, France and
eastern and central Europe. The involvement of the
Jesuits in the Counter Reformation, particularly their
role in attacking the Protestants to defend the
Catholic Church, produced them enemies both
within ‘and outside the Catholic Church.

Gallicanism

The quarrels between the Church and the
State over an issue called Gallicanism developed in
France. The period is roughly from 1648 ( end of
the Thirty Years War) to the outbreak of the French
Revolution (1789-1799). It was also called the Revolt
of the Catholic Kings. Gallicanism meant that the
authority of national churches should be increased
at the expense of papal authority. King Louis XIV
and Pope Innocent XI quarreled over Louis's
attempts to increase his influence in French religious
affairs.

The quarrel led many French clergymen to
adopt doctrines that the papacy could not in
conscience accept. Some French clergymen even
believed that a general church council was superior
to the pope and they remained anti-Roman for
many years. Jesuits during this period were found
fault with for their role in supporting Papacy and
earned the wrath of the Kings and the clergy in
France.

Jansenism

Cornelius Jansen (1585-1638) was a Roman
Catholic bishop (of Ypres Belgium), best known for
his book Augustinus, published in 1640, after his
death. This book formed the basis of a religious
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‘movement called Jansenism which arose in France
in the mid 1600s. Jansen developed doctrinés on
divine grace that played down human freedom and
denied that Christ died for all humanity. The Church
condemned as heresies Jansenism's views on grace,
free will and predestination.

In Augustinus , Jansen wrote that human
nature is totally corrupt and that people need God's
grace to act according to His will. Jansen also taught
that God gives grace only to those he has predestined
(chosen beforehand) for salvation and that Jesus
Christ died only for the people predestined for
heaven.

Jesuit theologians had vigorously opposed the
views of Jansenism. As fierce defenders of the
doctrine of human free will, Jesuits detected a
defence of predestination in the Jansenists' stress on
_divine grace. In response, Jesuits engineered various
. papal condemnations against Jansenism. But the
Jansenists attacked the Jesuits for their adherence
to the doctrine of free will and accused them as
follows: '

"Always giving free rein to their limitless
‘ambition to increase their power and domination,
the Jesuits have piled up funds and immense riches
by any means available, either by gifts which they
have begged from unsuspecting kings, or by goods
‘which they have extorted from towns and cities, or
by invading the ranks of merchants of every nation
with a sordid kind of commerce which is unlawful
o priests and religious, or by stripping families of
their inheritances either violéntly or seductively".
The movement created much controversy
‘among Catholics in France and the Netherlands. It
divided many French bishops from Rome and even
attracted the attention of Kings Louis XIV and Louis
XV. The Catholic philosopher and mathematician
Blaise Pascal became a leading spokesman for
Jansenism. Three Popes condemned Jansenism-
Innocent X in 1653, Alexander VII in 1656, and

ement XI in 1713. But their condemnation only
creased the controversy. However, Jansenism
to lose its influence in the 1730s.

Enlightenment, the Age of Reason

Some French philosophers emphasized the use
of reason as the best method of learning truth. This
period in history is called the Age of Reason or
Enlightenment which lasted from the late 1600s to
the late 1700s. During this period, many people
attacked religion in general and the Catholic Church
in particular. For them, the Catholic Church was
unreasonable and filled with superstition. They
believed that the Catholic clergy's obedience to Rome
violated France's sovereignty.

The most notorious persons of this period are
the brilliant French intellectuals such as Denis
Diderot, Jean Jacques Rousseau and Voltaire. They
were the radical devotees of the rationalistic
Enlightenment who attacked the Jesuits. Their
ultimate objective was to abolish all religious orders,
the papacy, and finally the Church itself. To realize
their objective, they targeted the Jesuit Order
because, in their opinion, once the Jesuits are made
weak, it would be an easy task to attack and abolish
the rest.

They indulged in a campaign of calumnies,
false rumors, distorted manipulation of incidents,
all intent on undermining the Society's reputation
by ascribing to it nefarious doctrines, purposes and
practices. "Enlightenment philosophers , determined
to honour only truths demonstrated through reason
or experience, ascribed little value to revealed
religion. Nor did they think much of
pronouncements grounded on what they deemed
arbitrary papal authority. If liberating Europe from
dominance by the Catholic Church and its
superstitious rites represented total victory, Voltaire
saw defeating the Jesuits as the first step toward
that triumph.

*  What a contrast to the lavish encomium paid
to the Jesuits by no less a person than Voltaire
who in his younger days studied in a Jesuit
school :

“What did I observe during the seven years I
spent under the Jesuit roof? The most hard-
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working, frugal and regular life, all their hours
divided between the care they spent on us and the
exercises of their strict vows. As evidence of this I
appeal to the testimony of the thousands, like myself
educated by them”.

To quote Voltaire, "Once we have destroyed
the Jesuits we shall hold a good hand against the
detestable thing, namely, the Catholic Church in
France". It must be stated here that Voltaire was
educated by the Jesuits. He said that toppling Jesuits
would not only be a visible, symbolic blow to the
Church, but it would also conveniently sideline the
most capable of refuting Enlightenment arguments.
The advisability of doing away with the Jesuit Order
became a major issue in the Church and in European
politics during the middle of the 18th century.

Plantation Estates

In addition to all the above mentioned causes,
there was one more issue which made the Jesuits
less popular. The business class in Europe looked
upon the Jesuits as a threat to their own prosperity.
The issue was that the Jesuits owned large area of
plantation estates. Jesuits in Latin America, Asia and
Africa had operated plantation estates to support
their mission colleges and churches. They considered
themselves to be on equal footing with their
competitors in the export business.

They were also exempted from paying sales
taxes on their revenue producing plantation crops
which enabled the Jesuits to underprice the
competing merchants in sugar, wine, cattle and
other produce. Moreover, Jesuits owned huge estates
in comparison with the business groups. Unable to
withstand the competition, the business groups
accused the Jesuits of indulging in unfair business
tactics. They joined hands with the Jansenists to
attack the Jesuits on the following: i) the Jesuits
operated vast gold mines, ii) they monopolized
exports in cacao, wine and other goods, and iii) they
masterminded a vast global trading empire.

European States were focusing their attention
on the Vatican to reduce its power to nothing. Since

the Jesuits operated as the defenders of the Vatican
and the Papacy, the Jesuits became an easy target.
The Parliament of Paris was of the strong opinion
that the French Jesuits pledged allegiance to their
foreign General in Rome and accused them of being
more loyal to Rome and less patriotic to their own
country..

To make the situation worse, the Foreign
Minister of Portugal issued a Propaganda pamphlet
against the Jesuits thus: "The Jesuits are on the brink
of being driven from this Kingdom. Other Powers
may well follow the example of Portugal. These
Gentlemen have carried their ambition and their
dissembling spirit too far. They wished to dominate
all consciences and invade the Empire of the
Universe"

¢  The Jesuits were accused of greediness for land
and money and gold and amassing rare metals.

*  Revolt of the native Indians against colonisers

*  Jesuits were accused of disobedience to the
Pope and the civil
administration.

*  The Pope sent a Cardinal to investigate.

*  The Cardinal admired the extraordinary work
done by Jesuits.

. Under pressure from the monarchs, the Jesuits
were ordered to wind up the good work there.

2. THE GREAT ORDEAL OF THE :
SUPPRESSION OF THE SOCIETY Portugal : Plot
of Pombal 1759

Portugal was the first country to expel the
Jesuits from their country and colonies. In the early
1750s, opposition against the Jesuits began to grow:
in Portugal. It was led by the Marquis of Pombal
who ruled s trusted minister of the Kings of
Portugal for twenty-six years (1750-1776

At first, he was an admirer of the Jesuits, but
he found himself against them, apparently because
he was convinced that they were the first opponents
of his plans for South America, and his educational
reforms. In 1758 Pombal accused the Jesuits in

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Portugal of sedition and war against the Portuguese
in America, smuggling, and later conspiracy against
the life of the King.

Marquis de Pombal (Dom Sebastien de
Carvalho Melho) was a disciple of Enlightenment.
After becoming the Prime Minister of King Joseph
1st, he exercised absolute power over the weak
prince, who described the Jesuits as the enemies of
his people and his kingdom, and finally made him
sign a decree which banned the sons of Saint Ignatius
of all the States submitted to his Majesty, the Most
Faithful.

Jesuits” influence and power at home irritated
Pombal. He felt that the Jesuits had too much
influence through their role in education and as
confessors to the great kings.

By royal decree in 1759, Pombal quickly
ordered his men to confiscate the wealth and
property of the Society of Jesus in Lisbon, and the
' esuits to be expelled from the Portuguese homeland
and overseas possessions, unless they abandoned
heir vocation.

This the vast majority of the more than 1700
affected religious refused to do. Brutality
n acterized the expulsion. Thus about 1100 were
unceremoniously dumped penniless and about 250

were cast into dungeons, many to perish from
mistreatment

In 1759, a dangerous storm began to reign in
the Portuguese territories in India. Pombal was
determined to eliminate the Jesuits from Portuguese
territories worldwide. In September 1759, under the
leadership of Pombal, all Jesuit houses were invaded
by Portuguese troops. Jesuits were arrested and
imprisoned and their homes were put under the
control of Pombal's agents. "We did not tell the
painful events that marked the second half of the
eighteenth century and caused the ruin of religion
in Europe, and as a consequence, the ruin of the
missions in the pagan countries.

Agony of Jesuits under Portuguese Authority

* In 1759, Jesuit missionaries under the
Portuguese authority, were forcefully seized,
arrested and thrown into prison, in order to
be sent to Portugal by the first available ship.
When the Portuguese soldiers came looking
for Jesuits in the territories not belonging to
the Portuguese, some Hindu and Muslim
rulers of Kittur, Raichur and Mysore, refused
to hand over the Jesuits in their territory to
the Portuguese soldiers. Two bold Jesuits,
Salvador dos Reys, Archbishop of
Cranganore and Clement Jose, Bishop of
Cochin, refused to renounce their seats.
Pombal, who became furious, suppressed all
pensions the missionaries received until then.
Despite the intentions of Pombal, the two
bishops lived on alms to death, Clement Jose
in 1771, and Salvator Reys in 1777.

*  Thesoldiers, however, managed to arrest 127
Jesuits, who were all on Portuguese territory,
and deported them from Goa to Portugal on
26 September, 1759. About 25 of them died
during the voyage on the sea and the rest
arrived more dead than alive, in Lisbon
where they were lodged in the isolated
dungeons which were the lowest and the
most darkest cells. 35 Jesuits died in prison

France 1764

France was the headquarters of the
Enlightenment, Gallicanism and Jansenism and it
abounded with enemies of the Jesuit Order. In 1764,
the Society of Jesus was declared an illegal body in
France and in her colonies, but the 3,500 and more
Jesuits involved were not exiled. French Jesuits who
worked at Pondicherry, in the Carnatic and
Chandranagur regions, were in a different kind of
situation. They remained outside the action of
Pombal in 1759, because they were outside the
Portuguese territory in India

MADAME POMPADOUR

MADAME POMPADOUR was the king’s
mistress (Louis XV). The Jesuits were opposed to this
scandalous living and refused absolution to her. She
could never forget or forgive the Jesuits and vowed
that she would take revenge on them.

But in 1764, when King Louis XV banished
the Jesuits from France and its colonies, the French
Jesuits were also affected equally. However, Louis
XV was good enough not to disturb the missionaries
who were abroad and thus some of the French
Jesuits had the privilege to continue their work in
their respective missions. Bangert notes: "For the
missions overseas, the main significance of the death
of the Society of Jesus in France was the gradual
drying up of a group of priests and brothers,
competent, with varied talents, and devoted, with
aging, which followed inevitably a department that
had been marked by its youthful freshness and
passion”.

Spain 1767

Spain and its territories, impelled by a few

influential civil officials, in 1767, confiscated the

Order's properties and expelled more than 5,100 of
its members with great cruelty. But the manner of

confiscating properties and expelling Jesuits in the
homeland of Ignatius Loyola was horrible and
highly inhuman. Jesuits across Spain were
summoned to their community meeting rooms by
military troops at midnight on April 3, 1767.
e 2700 Spanish Jesuits were on the streets
evicted from 240 houses and schools.

Within a year 2300 more were evicted from
their missions.

* Manuel De Roda, the architect of the
Spanish suppression wrote to France: “We
have killed the son. Now nothing remains
for us to do except carry out a like action
against the Mother, our Holy Roman
Church”

¢ Within 10 years , 20,000 Jesuits were driven
out of their kingdom.

By the end of that day, with only the clothes
they were wearing and the personal possessions
they could carry, Jesuits from dozens of houses were
herded under armed guard to designated
deportation sites.

In the same year 1767, the Kingdom of the
Two Sicilies, ruled by the Spanish Bourbons, took a
similar action against more than 1,400 Jesuits.

And in 1768, the Duchy of Parma, under the
control of the Spanish Bourbons, banished another
170 or so Jesuits.

Suppression of the Society of Jesus 1773

The Society of Jesus did not come to a sudden
end. It was suppressed first in Portugal in 1759 and
in France in 1764. The news of its suppression
reached, like a wild fire, throughout Europe, in
Spain, and in Naples in 1767, and Parma in 1768.
Political pressure from the kings of Europe forced
the Pope to act as they wished. The Bourbon Kings
demanded the suppression of the Jesuits. But Pope
Clement XIII said: “I WOULD RATHER HAVE MY
BOTH HANDS CUT OFF THAN SUPPRESS THE
JESUITS”. He in fact resisted and spoke in defense
of the persecuted Jesuit Order, but died in Feb. 1769.

In the conclave following the death of the
Pope, the fate of the Jesuits was the dominating
issue. Cardinal Giovanni Ganganelli, a Franciscan,
emerged as the next Pope with the title Clement XIV.
He was extremely favourable to the Jesuits. Once
his predecessor said that he was “ a Jesuit in the
disguise of a Franciscan”.

He, however, resisted the pressure for four
years. Finally on 23 July, 1773, Pope Clement XIV
issued the Bull Dominus ac Redemptor, announcing
the complete suppression of the Society of Jesus.

CLEMENT XIV-A Franciscan

* After mature deliberation, with certain
knowledge and in the fullness of our
Apostolic power, we dissolve, suppress,
extinguish, and abolish the said Society. We
take from it and abrogate each and all of its
offices, ministries, administrations, houses,
schools, and habitations in all provinces,
kingdoms, and states whatever...

*  Wesuppress all its statutes, customs, decrees
and constitutions, even fortified by oath,
apostolic confirmation or otherwise... we
declare therefore, that it is perpetually broken
up and dissolved, alike to the spiritual as to
the temporal”

* The Pope further clarified by saying that
there were other reasons for the suppression
which were not in the Brief of the
Suppression.

* “The other reasons we retain concealed in
our breast-

*  Other reasons?-the political pressure from
the Catholic monarchs of France, Spain,
Portugal and others. -surrender to the secular
forces.

* He retained the original until August 21st
and gave it to Cardinal Negroni to add the
date of the printed copy Jul 21st..

* GRAVISSIMUS EX CAUSIS:- a second
Brief-He appointed a commission of five
cardinals to carry out the details of the
suppression. Bishops were to seize all the
properties of the Jesuits.

* Neither the Brief nor the draft bear the
Pope’s signature; only the draft shows the
ritual Placet and the letter L, the initial of
the Pope’s Christian name.

¢ IN SHORT THE POPE SUPPRESSED THE
SOCIETY WITHOUT CODEMNIG IT. IT
SEEMED TO CLEMENT XIV AS IF “ I
HAVE CUT OFF MY RIGHT HAND”

* Pope Pius XI called it: “a painful page in our
history”

*  Thus around 23 000 Jesuits were to cease to
exist. The Jesuit Curia was invaded by the
soldiers.

* The General Fr Lorenzo Ricci was arrested
and imprisoned in the Papal prison Castel
San’Angelo. The five assistants, the Secretary
of the Society and several Jesuits were
imprisoned along with him.
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The General was very badly treated-offering
little food which was anyway bland, cold
and insipid.

During winter his teeth were rattling on
account of bitter cold.

All communication with outside world was

forbidden.

He was not even ailowed to exchange a few
words with the prison-guard or other fellow
prisoners.

On 19th December Ricci was administered
the viaticum. Before receiving Communion
he pleaded innocence in a very moving way;
he protested that he was innocent and read
out the following written brief document:

“Considering myself on the point of being
presented before the tribunal of infallible
truth and justice, which is no other than the
Divine tribunal-after long and mature
consideration, after having humbly prayed
my most merciful Redeemer and terrible
Judge, not to permit that I should allow
myself to be led away by any passion,
particularly in one of the last actions of my
life without any bitterness of heart, or any
vicious motive or end, and only because I
hold myself to be obliged to do justice to truth
and innocence-I make the two following
declarations and protestations:

First: I declare and protest that the
suppressed Society of Jesus has given no
ground for suppression: I declare this, with
all the certitude that a superior, well
informed of his order, can morally have.

Second: I declare and protest that I have not
given any ground, not even the slightest, for
my imprisonment. I declare and protest this
with the rectitude and evidence which
everyone hath of his own actions. I make this

second declaration, only because it is
necessary to the reputation of the Society of
Jesus, of which I was Superior General.

= HE DIED IN PRISON ON 24TH NOV 1775.

* The commissioners proposed that the
deceased should be buried at once and
secretly, without any ceremony. But Pope
PIUS VI did not consent. He wanted that
the funeral should be held with the greatest
solemnity. The commissioners tried that at
least, the coffin be closed so that the body
might not be seen and also to avoid the
claimed, thata large number of people would
come out of curiosity. The Pope said: “No; I
don not want it to be said that I had him
executed in the castle and tried to hide it after
his death”. On the evening of 25th the body
was carried to S.Giovanni dei Fiorentini, not
far from the Castel Sant’Angelo and it
remained exposed throughout the morning
of 26th.

EX-JESUITS TRANSFORMED

In France the ex-Jesuits formed themselves
into a group called

“The Society of the Sacred Heart of Jesus”.
In Italy they called themselves
“The Society of the Faith of Jesus”.

3. Developments in Madurai Mission after the
Suppression

Once the Jesuits had been forced to abandon
their beloved mission, their converts were supported
by non-Jesuits working in these areas. In 1777, the
Carnatic Mission was handed over to the Foreign
Missionaries of Paris (Missions Etrangeres de Paris,
MEP) who took charge of the mission of Mysore as

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well. As for the Madurai Mission, arrangements
were made by the Propaganda in 1778 and put
under the pastoral care of the Vicar-Apostolic of
Pondicherry. The official transfer was finally
established by a Bull of Pope Pius VI in 1788 by
which the Madurai Mission and the Fishery Coast
were placed under the jurisdiction of the Vicar-
Apostolic of Pondicherry, Bishop Pierre Brigot.

It must be remembered that all the Jesuits
were not arrested by Portuguese soldiers. "Of all the
Jesuits, who depended on the Provinces of Malabar
and Goa, we, who remained, were only 21. We were
distributed as follows: 8 In the Fishery Coast and
Travancore, 8 in Madurai, 2 in the Raichur Mission
and 3 in the Mission of Mysore". In 1780, there were
a total of 21 Jesuits of whom, 12 were Portuguese,
6 Napolitans and 3 Germans. All were under the
jurisdiction of the Carmelite Bishop of Cochin and
the Provincial of Malabar, some even lived after
1800.

Among the eight Jesuits of the Madurai
Mission who escaped arrest by the Portuguese
soldiers, we can find a brief account for four of them
in the book of Father Jean Auguste. They are: Fathers
Julius Caesar Postenza, Clement Tomassini, Antoine
Douaret and Xavier d'Andrea. "Father Julius Caesar
Postenza was a missionary of Parias. At almost 70
years, plagued by asthuma and other serious
, infirmities, he still wore the burden of the day and
the heat. Father Clement Tomassini worked at
.1 Vadakankulam and died at Taley in 1775, at the
age of 75. Father Antoine Douaret was the
Provincial of Malabar at the time of the suppression
of the Society of Jesus. He died in Manapad, on 30
August, 1788, at the age of 75”.

The hope of Antoine Douaret, as we are told
by Father Jean Auguste is really amazing for us.
What he predicted for the future of the Society of
Jesus had happened. This was what he had
predicted to his converts who were around him on

his deathbed. "Before he died, he called the faithful
to come around his bed, exhorted them to remain
steadfast in their faith, predicted that the Society of
Jesus would be restored and that one day she
(Society of Jesus) would send them other
missionaries. A witness of this prediction was still
alive when the four Fathers (from France) arrived
in India to inaugurate the New Mission. Testimony
of Father Lichetta after the suppression of the
Society, quoted in A. Jean, op. cit., p, 229.

Father Xavier Andrea was the youngest of all
the missionaries and the last to arrive in Europe.
Happier than his brothers, he witnessed the
resurrection of the Society. The memory of Father
Xavier Andrea was still fresh when the new Jesuits
arrived in India. Father Joseph Bertrand inherited
his crucifix. While inheriting his crucifix, Father
Bertrand said: "This is the one I use: May God give
me also the zeal and constancy of this holy man,
Xavier Andrea". Xavier André was the most
privileged of his companions, for he lived until 1814
to be the witness of the restoration of the Society of
Jesus and he died in 1817, after having rejoined the
restored Society in 1814.

It is really sad that this country (Portugal),
which took the initiative of sending the Jesuit
Mission to India, became responsible and guilty of
their withdrawal in a brutal manner. Portugal
which wanted "Padroado", the right of patronage,
to preach the Gospel and spread the Catholic faith
in India and in all the countries that were under its
political power, used the same privilege to take to a
partial end, the works of evangelization and of
conversion in all its territories, by maneuvering the

suppression of the Society of Jesus. Ibid. p. 229.

4. CONCLUSION

Expelling the Jesuits from their mission fields
and confiscating their properties began from 1759
onwards starting with Portugal and the process was
completed in 1773 when Pope Clement XIV used
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his authority, or rather was forced to use his power
to announce the suppression of the Society in all
the countries of the world. "Pope Clement XIV didn't
think it in his or his Church's interest to stand up to
Portuguese, Spanish and French states intent on
global eradication. The Pope's 1773 brief had a "they
made me do it" quality that is more seemly in
repentant teenagers than in a pontiff". The papal
act of the suppression of the Society of Jesus came
as a severe blow to the Church. It had crippled
Catholic education and mission. The act was a death
sentence to the Jesuit Order which accepted it with
obedience.

It was true that Jesuit trainees were dismissed
from religious life and sent home. Jesuit priests were
allowed to join other religious orders. The
unfortunate Jesuit General, Father Lawrence Ricci
was imprisoned in Rome until his death. The Jesuit
possessions- money, material, instifutions, etc., were
looted by those who were just waiting for the
occasion to own what never belonged to them. But
contrary to rumour, Jesuits owned no gold mines,
were blessed with no fortune, nor were involved in
any global trading empire.

Though Jesuits were persecuted and forced to
give up their vocation, very many priests carried on
their sacerdotal functions as part of the secular
clergy. It is heartening to know that the Jesuits in
Germany and Austria were not obliged to desert
their educational or scholarly pursuits. The
suppression order of the pontiff had no impact in
Poland and Russia. The Empress Catherine of Russia

did not allow the Papal edict suppressing the Jesuits
to be promulgated within her empire. Some of the
Jesuits after 1773 were even raised to the hierarchy.
For example, John Carroll was made the Archbishop
of Baltimore. The Church appointed 46 ex-Jesuits
as bishops throughout the world following the
suppression edict.

Almighty Lord illustrates many truths
through analogies, as evidenced in the Holy Bible.
One such analogy for human beings is trees. For
instance, our Lord explains the continued prosperity
of His children as the days of tree (Isaiah 65:22).
Many spiritual truths are analogued with tree or
the parts of a tree in the Holy Bible. Let me list out
a few to enlighten you: revelation of basic characters
of children of God as bad tree that bears bad fruits
and good tree that bears good fruits (Matthew 7:
17-19); righteous people (Psalm 1: 1-3), people who
trust in the Lord as trees planted by rivers of water
growing evergreen and fruiting (Jeremiah 7:8); the
Lord’s covenant with His people that the gentiles
(wild olive trees) are saved by His mercy and crafted
into His kingdom (good olive tree) (Romans 11:24);
people with heavenly wisdom as trees of life
(Proverbs 3:18); people who spread the knowledge
of God as scented trees (II Corinthians 2:14); people
who win the souls for the kingdom of God as
righteous trees (Proverbs 11:30); the final judgment
on the dry wood (human beings) will be greater
than that on the green wood (Jesus Christ) (Luke
23:31); punishment for our sins especially for the
pride as destruction of tree (Daniel 4: 22-27); and
the promoted eternal heavenly life for the children
of God as tree of life (Revelation 22: 14).

A blessed person is like a evergreen fruiting
tree. Now let us analyze compare the parts of a
tree to the spiritual aspects of human lives and
evaluate ourselves to grow as a scented good olive
tree planted by rivers of water growing evergreen
and fruiting under the following headings:

1. Root : The root is analogous to the spiritual
foundation laid on the abundant love of our Savior
and Lord, Jesus Christ (Ephesians 3: 16,17).

As one cannot see the roots of a tree that
grows underneath the soil and the roots have no
boundary to grow and spread and to draw nutrients
from the soil, the children of God should possess
unlimited obedience to the word of God and to keep
His commandments, unlimited passion to the
establishment of the kingdom of God and utmost
integrity in their words and deeds. People with good
roots draw upon spiritual resources and bring forth
fruit in due season. Such people also spiritually grow
(Hosea 14: 5), establish themselves in His Holiness
(Romans 11: 16; Colossians 2:6), restores the lives
of others in His kingdom (II Kings 19: 30) as
remnants of Him (Judges 5:14) and glorifies the
Primary Root, our Lord Jesus Christ (Isaiah 11:
1,10).

The Holy Bible gives a warning about the love
of riches: money, fame, status and so on as root of
all kinds of the evil. The people with evil root or
without good root system not only stray from the
love of God due to their greediness but also pierce
themselves and others with many sorrows (I
Timothy 6:10). They are not fruit bearing trees but

are like chaff. God can see our root system.

2. Stem: The stem is not only the major
framework of a tree (Jesus Christ) that bears the
branches (human beings), leaves, flowers and fruits

but also transports the nutrients (word of God)

drawn by it to various parts of the tree. Similarly,

those who received the nutrients, i.e., the word of
God have to live by the word of God and the Holy
spirit who dwells in the children of God (John 16:
13). Those who do not have the spirit of God do not
belong to God (Roman 8:9). Moreover, those who
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received the spirit of God do not grieve Him by their
words and deeds. Because they are sealed by
the Holy Spirit for the day of redemption
(Ephesians 4:30).

3. Branches: The branches that arise from the
stem bear leaves, flowers and fruits and they denote
the power or outcome of Christian life. Our Lord
and Savior is the main power centre, i.e., stem
(Isaiah 11:1) and from Him it flows into His children,
the accessory power centers (John 15:5,6). But the
branches have to remain attached to the stem, our
Lord and Savior without whom they cannot be
powerful. Once they receive the power they can
transform the bitter sinful lives into sweet holy lives
(Exodus 15: 25), with the love of Calvary. As
prophet Elisha miracles to float an iron ax head
fallen deep into the river Jordan the Lord of God is
so powerful that He can transform anybody

irrespective of his/her past life (Il Kings 6:5,6).
4. Bark: Though the bark protects the living

tree, one cannot use the tree without damaging or
removing the bark. The barks of the trees were
removed before they were used for construction.
One has to remove his/her hold or affiliation to his/
her egos, caste, status and so on to be used by Him
in the building of His kingdom. The bark of the
rubber tree has to be pierced to get the rubber milk
that could be later used to prepare a comfortable
mattress. One has to undergo certain amount of
sufferings to build the kingdom of God. One has to
pay a price for it. As the gum that oozes out from
the pierced bark heals diseases (Jeremiah 8: 22) one
has to sacrifice his self at the altar of God to get
healed and heal others.

5. Leaves: The green leaves indicate the

healthy plant. A healthy plant grows evergreen

irrespective of seasons. A tree with dried leaves or
without leaves is not only an eye sore for the
Gardner, our Lord but also cannot bear flowers and
fruits that lead to the disappointment of the planter,

our Creator.

The leaves photosynthesize by transforming
the unwanted toxic carbondioxide into starch, the
essential nutrient for the growth of the plant with
the help of sunlight; i.e., the presence and glory of
our Lord (Psalm 84:11; Matthew 17:2). Similarly one
has to transform the lives of people who are inhaling
the toxic sins of the world with the power of God.
Those who rejoice in Lord irrespective of the
situation as green leaves of a plant can transform
the lives of others (Psalm 1: 1-3). Paul and Silas were
praying and singing while they were lodged in the
inner prison and their feet fastened in the stocks
and the prisoners' were listening to them. Their
rejoicing amidst their bondage saved the life of the
prison keeper (Acts 16: 24-31).

6. Flowers: Firstly, the flowers exhibit the
fragrance and beauty of Christian lives. Beautiful
rose flowers blossom amidst thorns. The fragrance
and elegance of Christians are well proclaimed
through their peaceful lives amidst tribulations. The
serene spotless white lily flowers grow in dirty or
lowlands. Our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ had
forsaken His heavenly abode and descended and
born as a poor human being wrapped in swaddling
clothes and laid in a manger and brought up as a
son of poor carpenter (Luke 2:7). The earthly riches,
degrees, status, fame and so on do not reflect the
spiritual growth. People without a job, a place to
dwell, a vehicle to travel, money to meet both the
ends of daily life and so on but do the will of God
many be the rich people in the sight of Our Lord,

i.e., fragrant and beautiful flowers in the garden of
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God. Secondly, as flowers that blossom in the
morning and shrink in the evening the human lives
are short-lived (Job 14:2). The riches of this world
also short-lived, i.e., it will either disappear or perish
(Ecclesiastes 2:1; James 1: 10,11) but the soul does
not and His kingdom will be everlasting.

7. Fruits: The fruits represent the virtues of our
Almighty Lord Jesus Christ (Psalm 32: 11) and those
who accepted Him as their personal Savior and lead
a holy life (Proverbs 11: 30). Fruits also denote the
reward of hard work laboured in the garden of Him
(Proverbs 31: 16, 31) and a righteous life
(Philippians 1:11). These who lead a righteous life
or claim so (should) possess the fruits of Holy Sprit:
love, joy, peace, long suffering, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness and self-control (Glatians 5:
22,23). People with the fruits of Holy Spirit will taste
the eternal twelve fruits of heaven that grow on the
two banks of the holy river in the heaven (Revelation
22:2). The Holy Bible also warns about the evil fruits,
i.e.,, manifestations of pseudo or false Christians
(Mathew 7:15,16). Lord gives them chance to repent
(Mathew 3:8) and help them to bear good fruits.

The tree knows whether it has fruits or not
and if it bear fruits, what type of fruits it bears. God
wants all of us to lead a fruitful life in Him. Bible
say “O man of God, flee the kinds of evil root and
fruits and pursue righteous, godliness, faith, love,

patience and gentleness (I Timothy 6:11).

Jesus Christ told “Abide in me, and I in you.
As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it
abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide
in Me. I am the vine you are branches. He who abides
in me, and I in Him, bears much fruit; for without
Me you can do nothing” (John 15: 4-5).
